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The club offers classes for all breeds of dogs
in basic obedience training. These classes
will help you understand canine behaviour
and will teach you how to teach your dog to
be a well behaved companion. The focus is
on teaching practical skills such as to walk on
lead without pulling; to sit, drop and stand; to
sit quietly for pats; to come when called; to
wait for dinner; and to socialize appropriately
with dogs and people.

The club teaches through positive
reinforcement. That means that you show
your dog what behaviour you want it to
produce and you reward it for doing so. The
dogs soon learn that if they repeat that
behaviour they will be rewarded and so the
learning cycle begins.

Dogs may attend from 3months of age,
provided they have been fully immunized.

You will need to ring up to book your dog in
(see contact details below). You should do
this several weeks in advance of your desired
entry date to ensure that you will get a place.
Dates for the next course can be found in the
Calendar (back page).

Dogs must have passed the Transition level to be
admitted to the basic trialing class.

Once you have gained some basic skills, the
challenge is to learn how to ‘steer’ your dog from
one obstacle to another on a course, and the eurse
change each time so that you and your dog are
constantly being challenged to improve your skills.

Not all dogs are friendly
towards dogs they don’t know and
not all dogs know how to interact
with dogs of greatly differing
sizes. SASK FIRST.
